At the core, the rich, textured sonic material of the saxophone (alternating between
alto and baritone) unfolds in melodic clarity and bubbling improvisation, or becomes a
sound of intimacy—in the breath, the keys’ noise, the near silence of a ghost note.
 The raw power of this organic sound is amplified by machines and effects, which,
sometimes subtle, also reveal the full intensity of electronic music.
